1. INCOMPLETE TOURNAMENT POLICY

If a tournament cannot be completed by the end of the day on November 4, and each team has completed at least one
tournament contest, the highest remaining seed will be the Conference's champion and automatic qualifier to the NCAA
tournament. Otherwise, the top seed as determined by the regular season will receive the automatic qualifier.

Iv. EXPENSES
The home institution is responsible for securing and paying the personnel needed to ensure the best possible operation of
the playoff contests, including:

*  security

* clock operator

»  official scorer

* public address announcer.

All game management expenses are paid by the host institution. The host institution will be reimbursed for officiating
expenses. Hosts should complete the attached budget report and return to the Conference Office immediately following the
tournament.
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V. CHAMPIONSHIP TROPHY
The previous year's champion is responsible for bringing the championship trophy to the championship site. The
trophy must be engraved (updated) by the previous year's champion.

The Centennial Conference championship trophy will be presented immediately following the conclusion of the championship
game. Both teams are requested to return to their respective benches after post-game handshakes. A short ceremony will
follow with the captain(s) being called forward to receive the trophy.

Vi. CHAMPIONSHIP ADMINISTRATION

A conference call will be conducted on Monday, October 29, to review administration for the championship. Head coaches,
athletic administrators and SIDs are requested to participate. Please review pages 30-32 of the 2007-08 Centennial
Conference Manual for more information.

Ball Rersons
The host institution must arrange for experienced ball persons. These ball persons must be at least 12 years of age.

Bench Area/ Assignments
The host institution - or the higher seed at a neutral site - is the designated home team and will wear the light-colored (white)
jerseys. The designated home team will use the host institution's bench.

Gowd Gntrd

The responsibility for crowd control rests with the director of athletics of the host institution. Host institutions must provide
adequate security for effective crowd management. The host Director of Athletics or Senior Woman Administrator shall be
prepared to use the public address system at the first sign of unsportsmanlike crowd behavior and request cooperation in
maintaining proper playing conditions. The following announcement should be made:

"The Centennial Conference promotes good sportsmanship by student-athletes, coaches and spectators.
We request your cooperation by supporting the participants and officials in a positive manner. Profanity,
racial or sexist comments, or other intimidating actions directed at officials, student-athletes, coaches or
team representatives will not be tolerated and are grounds for removal from the site."

Game Ball
There is no requirement for an official ball beyond "a hand-stitched ball must be used." The Brine Triumph 20-600
NCAA championship soccer ball is used in all NCAA tournament games.

Halftime Length
Halftime will be 15 minutes unless the competing coaches mutually agree to a 10-minute halftime.

National Anthem
The national anthem ("Star-Spangled Banner") shall be played or sung before each tournament game.

Cificials

The Conference Office will secure three (3) officials for each match of the Conference playoffs. Members of the coaching staff
or other representatives of participating institutions shall not make public statements critical of officiating in any Centennial
Conference playoff game.

Hayer Introductions

1. The four officials and the 22 players from each team line-up across the middle of the field before the start of the
introduction procedures. The officials should be at midfield between the two teams.

2. The announcer introduces the officials.

3. The announcer introduces the visiting team’s reserves, followed by the starters. Each athlete steps forward when
introduced and then retreats to his/her team line.

4. The announcer introduces the home team’s reserves, followed by the starters. Each athlete steps forward when
introduced and then retreats to his/her team line.

The teams should lineup on the side of the field on which their bench is located. Players, coaches and officials are expected to
stand at attention during the playing of the national anthem. After both teams have been introduced, the players should shake
hands and return to the sideline. As the players are returning to their respective benches, the head coaches may be
introduced.

All teams are guaranteed a minimum of 45 minutes of warm-up on the game field. Music will be played in 25-minute
increments without delay. The higher seed will have the choice of playing its music first or second.

No practice will be permitted at the team championship site (host team excluded) prior to game day. No practice is
permitted on the game field prior to the warm-up for the first semifinal. Prior to the championship game, the facility will
be made available for official warm-ups 60 minutes prior to the start of play.

Team Benches
The higher seed will take the home team's bench.

Uniforms

Participants in the championship shall wear exclusively the official uniform of their institution in competition and during related
ceremonies. Each team must have two sets of shirts and socks, one light set and one dark set. The higher seed will wear its
white (light) uniforms, while the lower seed will wear its dark uniforms.

All fields that do not have a natural barrier between the spectators and the field (i.e. track) should rope off an area five yards
between the spectators and the field.

Held Spedfications
For competition on artificial surfaces, if the site does not water the field during the regular season, the field will not be watered
for championship play. For competition on grass fields, the length of the grass should be maintained at 1 1/4 inches or less.

Game Saffing

The host institution shall provide all table personnel for both semifinal and championship games, including: an announcer, two
clock operators, official scorer, and statisticians. Table personnel should be experienced and knowledgeable of the game of
women's lacrosse. If students serve in this capacity, there must be adult supervision (other than the tournament director) at all
times. The host institution should provide the same for the first-round game as well.

Noisemakers
Artificial noisemakers, air horns or electronic amplifiers are not permitted.

Rogams
The host institution is responsible for the production of 100 programs (or a typical amount for a regular-season home game) for
the first-round game and 750 programs for the semifinals and championship game.

Rublic Address Announcer
The PA announcer for the Conference tournament shall be impartial.

Scorekegper s

The host institution must provide the official scorekeeper/statistician at the scorer’s table for both semifinals and the final.
The visiting team is entitled to a representative at the scorer’s table. At the conclusion of the contest, the official score sheet
will be the one recorded by the host team.

Security

The host institution should:

a. provide protection for equipment and warm-ups before and after the game, and at halftime;
b. prevention of alcohol use on the field and in the stands shall be assured;

c. enforce ban on artificial noisemakers within the facility;

d. available to escort disqualified person(s) to the locker room.

Satigics

The host Director of Sports Information is responsible for contacting the following outlets with the score and submitting a copy
of the official box score immediately following the contest: NCAA, Conference Office, the SIDs of all participating playoff
teams, and to local and regional media.

Tickets
No admission charge will be assessed at the tournament.

Videat apes, Hims and Still Phat ographs
Institutions are permitted to videotape championship competition by their teams for archival, coaching or instructional
purposes. An institutional representative shall contact the event coordinator at the host site for camera space at the site.
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vill. PUBLIC ADDRESS ANNOUNCER

The public address announcer represents an important role in the administration and conduct of the championship. The
announcer is responsible to the Centennial Conference representative and games committee at each site.

1. No special announcements shall be made without the committee representative approval.

2. The announcer shall not be a "cheerleader" for any team. The announcer shall adhere to Conference procedures rather
than usual institutional procedures during the regular season.

3. Prior to the start of competition, the PA announcer shall read the Centennial Conference sportsmanship statement.

"The Centennial Conference promotes good sportsmanship by student-athletes, coaches and spectators.
We request your cooperation by supporting the participants and officials in a positive manner. Profanity,
racial or sexist comments, or other intimidating actions directed at officials, student-athletes, coaches or
team representatives will not be tolerated and are grounds for removal from the site."

4. The announcer shall do the following:
a. learn correct pronunciation of players and coaches for both teams
b. Identify all substitutes.
c. Identify the goal scorer and the players receiving assists.
d. Announce the team taking the timeout.

5. The announcer shall meet with the committee representative prior to the match to review time schedules, coordination of
the national anthem, lineups and the start of the match.

6. An announcer shall not recognize corporate contributors or tournament sponsors.
7. Language for national anthem: "And now to honor America, please rise and join us in singing the national anthem."
