It came down to strokes before #8 Johns Hopkins could subdue #13 
Gettysburg, 2-1.  The Blue Jays prevailed in the shootout, 4-2, to improve to 
6-1 all-time in such situations.  Hopkins GK Sophia Tieu (Cupertino, CA / 
Cupertino) finished with a season-high 12 saves, while Gettysburg GK 
Christina Anderson (Dunkirk, MD / The Calverton School) turned away 
11 shots. 
 
Franklin & Marshall scored on its first two shots of the day en route to a 3-0 
win at McDaniel in the Conference opener for both schools.  Senior GK 
Naomi Stone (Allentown, PA / Home School) made five saves in 
recording the shutout. 
 
Muhlenberg had played three overtime contests in its first four matches and 
barely avoided #4 when junior M Jess Kasza (Phillipsburg, NJ 
/Phillipsburg) scored the game's lone goal with 1:11 remaining to lift the 
Mules past Washington, 1-0. 
 
Freshman Mary Hobbs' (Wilmington, DE / Tower Hill School) first 
collegiate goal was a memorable one, as Haverford defeated Delaware 
Valley, 1-0, in overtime.  Hobbs tallied twice and fellow first-year Bridget 
Gibbons (Lancaster, PA / Lancaster Catholic) also added a pair in a 10-0 
rout of Notre Dame.
