Johns Hopkins held off an upset bid by Swarthmore, defeating the Garnet, 
2-1 in overtime.  Senior Brittany Bland (Littleton, CO / Colorado 
Academy) scored both goals, including the game-winner at 4:19 of the 
extra period.  Swarthmore's Sophia Agathis (Bedminster, NJ / Kent Place 
School) had tied the game off a penalty corner with 12 seconds remaining 
in regulation. 
 
It was a big week for Ursinus, as the Bears went 3-0 including a victory in 
their Conference opener.  UC blasted #4 New Jersey, 9-1, as sophomore F 
Alyssa Thren (Barto, PA / Upper Perkiomen) and senior F Jen Hooven 
(Lancaster, PA / Lancaster Catholic) each had two goals.  Six different 
players tallied goals in the 6-0 win at Dickinson.  Junior M Megan Yoder 
(Lititz, PA / Lancaster Mennonite) had a hat trick as Ursinus defeated 
West Chester, 5-1, in the annual Eleanor Frost Snell Cup game.  The Bears 
have won three of the last four contests against the Division I Golden Rams. 
 
Time to call Muhlenberg "The Cardiac Mules."  'Berg played its fifth game 
decided in the last four minutes or overtime in a 2-1 victory over Widener.  
Senior Nicki Notarianni (Clarks Summit, PA / Abington Heights) scored 
the game-winner with 2:06 left. 
 
Junior Alyssa Heimbach (Palm, PA / Upper Perkiomen) scored twice as 
Gettysburg defeated Haverford, 3-2, despite being outshot 14-5.
