CONFERENCE MAKESCOLLEGIATE
FOOTBALL HISTORY: For just the third time
in college football history, a conference has
ended in afive-way tie. The Centennial
Conference has five champions for the 2004
season - Dickinson, Franklin & Marshall, Johns
Hopkins, McDaniel and Muhlenberg. The only
other times this has occurred was in 1976 and
1991.

STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE: The
Conference' s third tie-breaking criteriais
strength of schedule. Using the NCAA
championships committee’sformula,
Muhlenberg (10.30) received the Centennial’s
automatic berth to the NCAA tournament.
Johns Hopkins (10.20) missed out by one-tenth
of apoint, while McDaniel (9.67), Franklin &
Marshall (9.20) and Dickinson (9.00) followed.

MULES OPPONENTSDO IT AGAIN: This
is the second time that the Centennial
Conference has had to utilize the strength of
schedule formulato determineits NCAA
representative. 1n 2002, Johns Hopkins,
McDaniel and Muhlenberg all shared the
crown with 5-1 records ... but the Mules
received the automatic bid.

DEJA VU ALL OVER AGAIN: Just oncein
the 21 previous Centennial football seasons has
ateam lost its opener and gone on to win the
Conference championship — 2003. Muhlenberg
lost to McDaniel, 22-9, before storming back to
win itslast five CC games to share the crown
with Johns Hopkins. 1n 2004, Johns Hopkins
and Muhlenberg repeated the feat when the
Blue Jays defeated McDaniel, 12-9.

TWO LOSSES: Only twicein CC history hasa
team lost two Conference games and gained a
share of the Centennial title— 1983
(Gettysburg, Muhlenberg, Swarthmore) and
1993 (Dickinson, Franklin & Marshal). In
those years, the Conference had eight teams
and the champions shared the trophy with 5-2
records.

MULTIPLE CHAMPIONS: Just twicein the
21-year history of the Conference has there
been more than two champions - 1983
(Gettysburg, Muhlenberg, Swarthmore) and
2002 (Johns Hopkins, McDaniel, Muhlenberg).

DAN EGGERTSSON: Franklin & Marshall
senior P/K Dan Eggertsson (Royal Palm, FL /
Suncoast) is the Conference's most decorated
player for 2004. A first-team All-CC choice at
punter and place-kicker, Eggertsson was
named to the Aztec Bowl Division |11 al-star
team which participated against aMexican All-
Star team in Cancun. He was aso named first-
team All-America punter by the AFCA and
third-team Little All-Americaby the
Associated Press. Finally, Eggertsson was
selected as a second-team Academic All-
Americaat punter.
