County) made seven fourth-quarter saves in the
Red Devils' 13-4 win over York. His father,
Bryan, was an All-America keeper at Washington
College and currently serves as the AD at his
alma mater.

Four days after defeating its highest-ranked
opponent in school history (#2 Gettysburg),
Haverford took down #11 Geneseo in double
overtime, 6-5. Freshman A Brian Fleishhacker
(Manhasset, NY / Manhasset) notched a hat
trick with his game-winner with 0:12 left in OT.

Gettysburg defeated Muhlenberg, 11-1, last
Saturday. It was the fewest goals that the Bullets
have allowed against a Centennial team since
limiting Swarthmore to a single tally in 1999.

Ursinus defeated Franklin & Marshall, 9-8, for its
first win over the Diplomats in program history.
Junior M Dane Mangin (Willow Grove, PA /
Archbishop Wood) scored three goals to lead the
Bears.

Swarthmore started its Centennial schedule with a
6-5 triumph over Ursinus. It was the first
Conference opening victory for the Garnet since a
13-7 win over Drew on March 27, 1993, as a
member of the MAC. Senior M Gavin Nurick
(Wilton, CT / Phillips Exeter, NH) scored the
game-winner with 0:15 left.

Muhlenberg freshman GK Andrew Bell
(Summit, NJ / Summit) made 22 saves in the 15-
6 triumph at Moravian. It is the most saves in a
game by a 'Berg keeper since lax was reinstated
as a varsity sport in 2003.
