Back where they belong ... three-time defending
Centennial champ Gettysburg took over sole
possession of first place with victories over
McDaniel and Ursinus. Freshman A Joe Brody
(Bethesda, MD / Walter Johnson) had two
goals and an assist vs. the Terror, while senior
GK Pat Vaughan (Cockeysville, MD / Loyola
Blakefield) shut out the Bears for 55 minutes,
making five saves without allowing a goal.

Dickinson made history Saturday with its 7-6 win
at Washington. Senior A Drew Peace
(Lutherville, MD / Boys Latin) scored the
game-winning goal with 1:16 remaining, giving
the Red Devils their first-ever win in
Chestertown.

Haverford senior A Max Tcheyan (Summit, NJ
/ Summit) scored a career-high five goals in the
Fords' 9-4 win vs. Ursinus. The Fords also
registered their first-ever win in Lancaster with a
7-6 triumph at Franklin & Marshall.

Washington sophomore M Thayer Damm
(Huntingdon Valley, PA / La Salle) won 16 of
17 face-offs in the 12-4 win vs. Swarthmore. It
was the 34th straight win for the Shoremen over
the Garnet, having last lost to Swat in 1953.

Muhlenberg moved one step closer to securing its
first winning season since reinstating lacrosse
with a 12-8 win at McDaniel. Junior A Mickey
Norton (Lincoln Park, NJ / Boonton) had two
goals and four assists.

Ursinus senior A Anthony Tori (Springfield, PA
/ Springfield) has 95 career assists and needs five
more to become just the eighth player in
Conference history to reach 100 for his career.

— Washington (2), Swarthmore (7) and Haverford
