The Centennial semifinals begin on Friday
afternoon at Gettysburg's Shirk Field at
Musselman Stadium. The opener pits the top-
seeded Bullets against No. 4 seed Haverford,
while the nightcap pairs #2 Dickinson and #3
Washington. Gettysburg has won 10 Centennial
championships, including the last three, while
Washington has three titles to its credit. The
Bullets and the Shoremen are the only teams to
play in the CC tournament final since the format
was adopted in 2001.

With two wins, Gettysburg head coach Hank
Janczyk will collect his 250th career victory as
the Bullet head coach. He is currently 248-66.

Gettysburg senior GK Pat Vaughan
(Cockeysville, MD / Loyola Blakefield) made
eight saves in the 14-5 win vs. Franklin &
Marshall to close with 13 of second place on the
all-time Bullet save list.

Ursinus senior GK Matt Orlando (Morton, PA /
Springfield) made 17 saves in his season finale
against Muhlenberg to reach the 600-save plateau
for his career. He is one of just 10 CC keepers to
reach 600 saves.

Muhlenberg senior Sean Toohill (M assapequa,
NY / Massapequa) scored a goal and had two
assists vs. Ursinus to tie the program's all-time
scoring record (75-31-106).
