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Sport Committee Reports

1I. Committee Reports

MOTION (Women's Soccer):

Officials assignor for championships. Coaches will submit to the chair the names and contact information of potential nominees. Once the
chair has received the nominees' names and contact information, the chair or the Conference can contact each of the potential assignors to
see if they would be interested in serving as the assignor and whether they would be willing to work with a specific pool of officials that the
coaches designate as acceptable. Selection of the central assignor will then be voted upon by the Conference coaches. The assignor with
the most votes after all the coaches have voted will be chosen as the Conference's central assignor for the following year's Conference
playoffs. In the absence of a subsequent vote, said assignor shall automatically be appointed in subsequent years. Passed 11-0.

MOTION (Volleyball):

The host institution must provide 2 certified line judges for conference matches. Rationale: Line judges are determining points on every
play and tactical results (the way we coach and play the game) are affected, i.e. touch off the block, ball off the antennae. This is also a
reliability issue as line judges are part of the officiating crew and need to be professional just like the up and down officials. Passed 10-0.

MOTION (Women's Soccer):

The committee recommends that coaches and institutions, prior to the completion of the yearly Conference committee meeting, resolve all
potential scheduling conflicts arising from conflicts with Jewish holidays two years in advance. For example, prior to the end of the
committee meeting in November 2007, all holiday scheduling conflicts should be resolved between institutions through the 2009 season.
Passed 11-0. Board opposed for numerous reasons.

MOTION (Volleyball):

Add the following to the Centennial Conference Volleyball Championship Guidelines for pre-match protocol (from the 2006 NCAA
rulebook): No adjustments will be made to the warm-up protocol when a team arrives within 60 minutes of the match start time (i.e., when
the first referee is ready to begin the match), unless the home institution or tournament director has been notified that the team is delayed.
If notification is given, the standard warm-up protocol (29 minutes to 60 minutes) should start when the delayed team arrives on the court.
Passed 10-0.

MOTION (Volleyball):

Amend Section V-C as follows. “The home team will follow the NCAA recommendation for event management by providing two ball
carts with a minimum of 24 balls per cart.” Passed 11-0.

MOTION (Volleyball):

Create a defensive player of the year for the all-conference team. Rationale: With the addition of the libero position in 2003, these players
have diminished opportunities for player of the year because consideration of statistical categories is limited only to defense. Passed 10-0.

IVv. Championships

A. Volleyball
The Conference Office would like to recommend the following change to the dates of the Centennial volleyball championship tournament -
- st round on Tuesday, semifinals on Friday, final on Saturday.

Rationale:

1. Scheduling conflicts with other fall home events i.e. Franklin & Marshall also had a home football game and nearly hosted the men's
soccer final four as well.

2. Conference Office staff would like to be present at as many championship events as possible. Since volleyball does not require
daylight to compete, why not move them to the evening?

3. Coaches like the thought of putting the "spotlight" on volleyball after the other events of the day have concluded.
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B. Baseball
It’s the understanding of the Centennial Conference Baseball Committee that our double-elimination playoff proposal was voted down by
the Board of Delegates as well as by the Athletic Directors. It appears that the primary reason for the failure of our proposal was due to the
“off campus” aspect of the proposal —i.e., holding the weekend games at a local minor league stadium.

As a result of our most recent proposal’s failure, we’re proposing an alternate plan — one that would take place on campus — for a double-
elimination playoff format that would go into effect in 2007.

We — the baseball committee — submit the following revised proposal for consideration by the Centennial Conference...

FRIDAY, MAY 4, 2007
GAME 1: #4 seed at#1 seed — 3 p.m.
GAME 2: #3 seed at #2 seed — 3 p.m.

SATURDAY, MAY 5, 2007

GAME 3: loser of Game 1 vs. loser of Game 2 — 9 a.m. on campus of #1 seed

GAME 4: winner of Game 1 vs. winner of Game 2 — 12:30 p.m. on campus of #1 seed
GAME 5: winner of Game 3 vs. loser of Game 4 — 4 p.m. on campus of #1 seed

SUNDAY, MAY 6, 2007
GAME 6: winner of Game 4 vs. winner of Game 5 — 12 p.m. on campus of #1 seed
GAME 7: if necessary — 30 minutes after conclusion of Game 6 on campus of #1 seed

MONDAY, MAY 7, 2007 — Rain Date

NOTE: Game times are negotiable and subject to change. The most efficient format would call for each game to start 30 minutes after the
conclusion of the previous game.

NOTE: If tournament is not completed because of inclement weather, the highest remaining seed will be declared conference champion
and receive the automatic bid to the NCAA Tournament.

This proposal meets many of the criteria that have been established for Centennial Conference Championships, including...

1. On-campus competition and the experience/environment that’s created by it
2. The exact dates that have already been approved for our baseball playoffs
3. Rewarding the regular-season champion (hosting throughout the playoffs and opening the tournament by playing the #4 seed)

Furthermore, this proposal...

1) Rewards the #2 seed with one home game.

2) Provides much more competitive equity

3) Provides a format that closely resembles the standard post-season tournament format used by other Division III
conferences and the NCAA.

4)  Should send the “best” Centennial Conference team to the NCAA tournament.

FINALLY:

1) Only one more team travels to play the afternoon game on Friday!

2) NO additional days are needed for the tournament

3) Only one more team is required to travel on Saturday

4) One less team may need to pay for housing on Friday evening as the number 1 seed will play the early game on
Saturday.

5) The number one seed has won all five championships under the current format, only once losing any games and
being forced to play a second game on Sunday. Thus, the current format too heavily favors the number one
seed.
