I I . Committee Reports  
 

MOTION (Basketball):  passed 11-0  

Ursinus moved that all single midweek games will begin no later than 7:30 p.m. for both men's and women's basketball.   
 

MOTION (Wr estling):  passed 5-0-6  

To add Stevens Institute and Merchant Marine Academy to the rotation for hosting the Centennial championship tournament. 
 

MOTION (Tennis):  refer red to committee  

All-Conference team will comprise of six singles players Ð one from each position (#1 through #6) and three doubles teams (#1 through 
#3).  The team shall also include four "at-large" singles and two "at-large" doubles awards to be voted on by the coaches.  The proposal is 
attached.  Board amended motion to delete the "at-large" positions, but to add a second-team All-Conference.  The motion was then 
referred to committee for comment re: 2nd team. 
 

MOTION (Tennis):  passed 11-0 

During the Centennial team championship, competition will take place until the winner of the team match is determined, unless coaches 
mutually agree before the start of the team match to play to completion of the match.  Board endorses with recommendation to go to NCAA 
procedure. 
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MOTION (Swimming):  passed 8-0-3  

All dual meet split times are to be posted on deck for swimmers to see as soon as possible after each event.   
 

MOTION (Swimming):  passed 8-0-3  

Franklin & Marshall will serve as the Centennial Conference championship site in 2008.   
 

MOTION (Swimming):  passed 8-0-3 

The start times for the championship will be as follows: É Saturday 10 a.m. and 6 p.m. É Sunday 10 a.m. and 6 p.m.   
 

MOTION (Swimming):  passed 8-0-3  

Teams are limited to an 18-person roster for the men's championship and the women's championship.  Coaches may enter 20 swimmers on 
the team roster for the championship. including two designated alternates.   
 

MOTION (Swimming):  passed 8-0-3  

Each swimmer is limited to five four individual event entries for the championship meet.   

 

MOTION (Swimming):  passed 8-0-3  

The host institution should hire two three people Ð an entry coordinator, an announcer and a Colorado Systems time operator Ð to assist in 
the administration of the championship meet.  Board sends forward with no position.  Why is the third person necessary? 
 

MOTION (Swimming):  failed 3-4-4  

Teams are prohibited from practicing at the championship site on the Thursday before the championship meet Ð host team excluded.  If the 
championship is conducted at Franklin & Marshall, teams will not travel on the Thursday before the championship.  Should inclement 
weather conditions arise, the decision to travel on Thursday then lies with the institution.  Board sends forward with no position, noting 
that two of the four Board members' institutions do not sponsor swimming, while another is the host institution. 
 
I I I . Golf Championship I ssues 
 
A. AQ Determination 
The 2007 championship tournament will determine the Centennial Conference's automatic qualifier to the NCAA championship.  The 
men's tournament is scheduled for April 27-29, while the women's event is scheduled for April 28-29 at Pilgrims Oak GC in Peach Bottom, 
Pa.  Franklin &  Marshall is the championship host. 
 
The Conference's "Incomplete Tournament" policy for determining the AQ does not apply to the golf championships.  The Centennial 
tournament is one weekend prior to the national selection however, two schools are in finals the next weekend. Securing a course during 
the next week could be problematic as well.    
 
MOTION: Muhlenberg moved that in the event that a single tournament round cannot be played to determine the Conference's AQ, the 
Board of Delegates will choose the Centennial Conference's 2007 automatic qualifier.  Passed 8-0-3. 
 
Since this is the first year of the AQ, the Conference has not officially selected a tiebreaking procedure for the team championship and AQ.  
The golf committees were polled during the fall and did not come to consensus.  The NCAA Championship Handbook lists two procedures 
- one for sudden-death and one that does not use sudden-death.   
 
MOTION: Muhlenberg moved to adopt the NCAA Non-Sudden Death Tiebreaking Procedure from Appendix A in the 2007 NCAA Golf 
Championships Handbook.  This procedure will be used to determine the Conference's AQ in the event of a team tie.  Passed 8-0-3.

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B. Rules / Games Committees 
Because of the added importance to the championship with the AQ, the Conference is looking to hire a rules official for the weekend.  This 
person will properly administer the championship under USGA and NCAA rules. 

 
IV.  Championships Committee 
 
A. Swimming 
Only seven Division III conference require member institutions to compete against all other teams in its conference Ð  
Centennial (8 teams), City University of New York (6), Michigan (7), Northwest (8), Old Dominion (7), Presidents' (5) and Southern 
California (8).  Should the Centennial Conference continue the round-robin requirement?  If so, should the Conference permit multiple-
team meets to satisfy this requirement?

The debate continues between "a championship event" and "participation."  The attached chart outlines the participation and performances 
from the 2006 and 2007 Indoor championships, as well as the 2006 Outdoor championship.  The Delegates referred this to the 
subcommittee after much debate. 
 
C. Championship Expenses - Officiating 
The Conference Office staff is looking for funds to support an additional part-time person or an intern.  One option is through grants ... but 
we have not had any success down this road.  Another option is to reduce our office expenses.  Since salary/benefits, awards and basic 
office operations cannot be significantly reduced, the expenses for officiating for our team championship tournaments could be a line item 
for consideration.

(d) Foreign Team in the U.S.  One date of competition each year against a foreign opponent in the United States.
