Centennial Notebook 
Johns Hopkins will host the 2008 Centennial Conference women's soccer 
final four for the third straight season.  The Blue Jays earned the top spot by 
running the table in regular-season play at 10-0.  Hopkins, ranked seventh 
nationally, will take on the winner of Wednesday's first-round clash 
between Haverford and Muhlenberg in Allentown.  The other semifinal 
match pits Dickinson and Swarthmore. 
 
Hopkins, who registered its first unbeaten regular season in school history  
(15-0-3), is looking to become the first Centennial team to win four 
consecutive Conference championships.  There are five seniors that could 
become four-time champions with two wins in the tournament. 
 
It is the 17th meeting between the Fords and the Mules since 1993 with 
Muhlenberg holding a 9-6-1 advantage.  'Berg is 4-0-1 against Haverford at 
Varsity Field since the Fords pulled out a 2-1 overtime decision in 
Allentown in 1998.  Muhlenberg GK Michele Toher (Mahwah, NJ / 
Mahwah) has not allowed a goal in her last 379 minutes of action. 
 
Dickinson leads the all-time series with Swarthmore, 15-7-3, but has 
dropped the last three decisions by shutout to the Garnet.  Hopkins has won 
four straight from the Red Devils and six in a row from Swarthmore.
